In addition, a conference on India’s GHG Emission Estimates for 2005-
2013 was organised by the GHG Platform India in collaboration with
ICLEI South Asia. It was a high level event with participation from
officials from Environmental Planning and Coordination Organisation,
Madhya Pradesh, Department of Environment, Government of Uttar
Pradesh, the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, the
Petroleum Conservation Research Association, civil society
representatives as well as sectoral experts.

We have signed an MoU with the Directorate of Cultural Affairs,
Government of Assam for Majuli’s nomination as a world heritage site.
Work has begun to prepare a comprehensive nomination document
highlighting the unique natural and the cultural values of the island.

On behalf of ICLEI South Asia, I am also pleased to announce the
appointment of the two Deputy Directors - Ms. Soumya Chaturvedula
and Mr. Ashish Rao Ghorpade. They have been associated with us for
a long time now, and it will be exciting to see them in this new role.

In other news, we have started a weekly dialogue with Mr. Tikender
Panwar, Former Deputy Mayor of Shimla - who will be writing regular
blogs on topical issues for our website.

An MoU has been signed
with the Directorate of Cultural Affairs, Government of
Assam and work has commenced on the preparation of
a comprehensive nomination document which will
showcase the unique natural and cultural values of the
island.
